Unit 2. Lesson 6. Past Simple and Past Continuous

When and While

In�this imaginative activity, students play a�card game where they connect Past 
Continuous and Past Simple together with the words ‘when’ and ‘while’. The class 
is�divided into groups of�four and each group is�given a�set of�activity cards and 
picture cards. The students spread out the two sets of�cards face down on�the 
desk, keeping the two sets separate. The students then take it�in turns to�turn 
over an�activity card and picture card and make a�sentence in�Past Continuous 
and Past Simple with ‘when’ or�‘while’, using the two cards as�prompts, e.g. ‘I was 
riding my�bicycle when a�fl y fl ew into my�mouth’. The other students in�the group 
judge each sentence. If�the group members agree that a�sentence is�correct, the 
student who made the sentence keeps the two cards. If�they think the sentence 
is�wrong, they challenge the student. The two cards must then be�turned back 
over and play passes to�the next student. Students continue in�this way until all 
the cards have been used. The student with the most cards at�the end of�the 
game wins.
