Lesson 1

4.   Moving activity “By the last day of Christmas… ”

Each student gets a card. Using the prompt on the card they make up a 
sentence according to the model “By the last day of Christmas + I had + V3”.

A student says his / her sentence and gives the card to another student. The 
student repeats the sentence replacing “I” with the suitable name, adds his / her 
own sentence, and passes the card to a new student. Each new student has to 
repeat what has been said before and only then add his / her sentence. In a more 
challenging version students don’t have a visual support but have to repeat what 
the previous students have said from memory.

Lesson 2 

3.   Moving activity “Snowball f ight”.

Students write three irregular verbs on separate sheets of paper and crumple 
them up into paper snowballs. Then they split up into two groups and for a few 
seconds play snowballs. After that, they have to pick up any three snowballs 
scattered on the floor, open them and give three forms of the verbs.
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Lesson 3

4.   Moving activity “Birthday survey”.

Each student gets a card with a question for the survey. They walk around the 
class, interview their classmates, and note down the answers. At the end of the 
activity, they report the results to the class.

Questions:

1. Did your last birthday fall on a weekday or a day off?

2. Did any event overshadow your last birthday?

3. Did you have any birthday celebrations on the actual date of your 
birthday?

4. Did you invite guests to your party or was a surprise party organised 
for you?

5. Who was the f irst to congratulate you on the big day?

6. What was the highlight of the celebration?

7. Was it a memorable event?

8. Did you do anything special on your birthday?

9. Where did you celebrate your last birthday: at home, at a café or any 
other place?

10. Did you break any family birthday traditions?

Lesson 4

3. c.   Moving activity “Clap your hands, stamp your feet”.

The teacher reads out a list of verbs in different tense forms. Students clap 
their hands if the verb is in the active voice and stamp their feet if it is in the 
passive voice.
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The verbs: had stolen, was stolen, were stealing, will steal, are stolen, is 
stealing, stole; is guarded, guards, are guarding, were guarded, had guarded, 
guarded, am guarded.

Lesson 5

3.   Moving activity “Pass the envelope.”

Students stand in a circle and pass the envelope while music is playing. When 
it stops, the person who has the envelope takes out a slip with a word on it. He /
she has to give a sentence with the word about the royal traditions.

Lesson 6

3. b.   Moving activity “Paper ball.” 

Students compete in two teams standing opposite each other. The teacher 
names an adjective or an adverb and throws a paper ball to a student from 
one team. The person has to add a suitable negative pref ix to the word and 
throw the ball to a student in the other team who has to make up a sentence 
with the new word and return the paper ball to the teacher. The teams get 1 
point for each correct word and 2 points for each correct sentence. To earn an 
additional point, students give a sentence about a community event with the 
new word. 

Words: convenient, safe, signif icant, usual, correct, known, fortunately, 
important, possible, wise, active, clear, happy, dependent, healthy, attractive.
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Lesson 7

3.   Moving activity “Find someone who… ”.

Each student gets a card with a statement. They walk around the class asking 
their questions to f ind the right person. When they have f inished, they report 
back to the class.

Cards: 

Find someone whose grandmother is superstitious.

Find someone who believes that a broken mirror is a bad sign.

Find someone who thinks it’s ridiculous to be afraid of black cats.

Find someone who knows any superstitions about spiders.

Find someone who believes that a broken cup or plate is a sign 
of good luck.

Find someone whose grandmother isn’t superstitious.

Find someone who would never sit at the corner of the table because 
it’s unlucky.

Find someone who would never agree to live in flat number 
13 because it’s unlucky.

Find someone who doesn’t think that superstitions are ridiculous.

Find someone who does some things to avoid bad luck.

Lesson 8

4. d.   Moving activity “Mr Know-All”.

Students compete in two teams. The board is divided into three parts with 
each part marked as “A / An”, “No article” or “The”. The teacher shows a card with 
a set expression and a gap instead of the article. A student from each team has 
to decide what article should be used in the expression and touch the necessary 
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article on the board. The f irst to touch the correct answer brings a point to the 
team. Then the card is stuck under the correct article.

Lesson 9

1. c.   Moving activity “Alphabetical order”.

Students think of a word that begins with the same letter as their name and 
line up in alphabetical order. Then they take turns to name their word and make 
up a sentence about British customs and traditions using the word.

Example: My letter is F. F is for “funny”. I f ind the British custom of standing in 
a queue funny. 

Lesson 10

3.   Moving activity “Find your pair”.

Each student gets a card with a part of a sentence. They walk around the class 
to f ind the other part. When they have found it, they discuss with the partner if 
the statement is true or false and report to the class.

When everybody has f inished, the students share the jokes with the class 
and choose the funniest one.

3.   Moving activity “The symbols of the Belarusian ornament”. 

Each student gets half a symbol. The other halves with the symbols’ meaning  
are arranged around the classroom. Students f ind their matching half and read 
the meaning.

4. a.   Moving activity “At the crafts fair”. 

The teacher arranges the pictures of art objects around the classroom 
beforehand. Students are at the “Charouny Mlyn” fair. They walk around in 
pairs and talk about the art objects displayed there. They should recommend a 
keepsake to a tourist. Then they swap the roles.

Lesson 3

2.   Moving activity “A spider’s web – interactive crossword”. 

Students split into two teams. Each team gets a marker or a piece of chalk of 
a different colour, for example, green and red. Students go to the board one by 
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one and write a word across or down through the letters of the words written by 
the previous students. The words should relate to the straw spider, Slutsk belts, 
and the rushnik. This way they create a spider’s web on the board. Students 
should make a sentence with their words. Their teams get a point for each 
correct sentence.

Lesson 4

3.   Moving activity “I thought”. 

Students stand in a circle and pass a clay pot with paper strips. Each strip has 
a sentence. A student reads the sentence aloud and then says it again starting 
with “I thought”. They need to make necessary changes. 

Example: He works at the factory. I thought he worked at the factory.

Sentences:

Many people will visit the crafts fair. 

I saw a giant spider.

I hear thunder. 

We’re going to buy some accessories.

She broke the straw broom.

It is an old Belarusian belief.

An art exhibition has opened.

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Lesson 5
3.   Moving activity “Procession”. 

Students split into two teams. On the board, there are the names of the three 
festivals: Cucumber Day, Motalskiya Prysmaki, Svyata Sontsa. Students come 
to the board in turn, take a card with an adjective from the teacher’s table (to be 
chosen and done by the teacher), f ix it below the name of one of the festivals, 
and make up a sentence with this adjective about the festival. A team gets a 
point for each correct sentence. 

Lesson 6
3.   Moving activity “At the fair”. 

Students walk around the classroom while the music plays. They are at the 
crafts fair in Brest. When the music stops, they take the nearest card with a 
picture and say how they like it. 

Example:
What a lovely ring! This linen bag is so cool! (lovely, nice, wonderful, cute, 

unusual, unique, amazing) What do you think? Do you think I should buy it? 
Sure! It’s really (quite, rather) unusual (nice, cute). I don’t think so. It’s too 

expensive. / You won’t use it.

Students watch a short video from the “Our Grunwald” festival
and dance along! 

LESSON 8

2.   Moving activity “Hot potato”. 

Students stand in a circle and pass the “hot” potato. In fact, it can be a real 
potato washed beforehand. Play some lively background music. When a student 
gets a potato, he / she says a word related to festivals and passes it to his / her 
neighbour. As the potato “hot”, they can’t hold it a lot. If a student thinks too long, 
he / she leaves the circle.

LESSON 9

2. a.   Moving activity “Gathering the harvest”.

Students split into three groups (e.g. Straw and Flax). They walk around the 
classroom and collect the pictures for a new crossense. Each group needs eight 
pictures. There are more pictures than students need, so they have a choice. 
Each picture can have more than one association. It’s great if students can 
justify their idea.

3.   Moving activity “Yurauski karahod”. 

Students make a circle. A student with a round loaf of brown bread walks 
inside the circle and treats everyone to the bread: “Please, help yourself to the 
karahod”. Each student breaks off a small piece of bread, thanks the boy / girl 
and wishes happiness, health and other positive things.

Example: Be happy / healthy / cheerful / rich / positive / energetic! Have a 
happy family / good marks / a lot of friends / great achievements!

3.   Moving activity “Find the match!” 

Students split into two teams, get a card from the teacher, mingle with the 
other team and f ind their match asking such questions as “Is this music style 
sad / loud / traditional / popular / … ?” or “How would you describe this style?”, 
etc.

Cards:

Alternative music doesn’t f it well any popular music style.

Dance music  is often repetitive, but will get your feet moving.

Rap music is usually spoken, not sung.

Rock music is famous for being loud.

Pop music is the most common form of music in most 
countries.

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Lesson 3

3.   Moving activity “Class songs chart”. 

Students write down the names of their 3 favourite songs, one song in 
each language (Russian, Belarusian, English). They walk around the class 
and exchange the information expressing agreement or disagreement to the 
classmates’ statements about their songs preferences.

Students choose the leader to draw the Top 10 chart on the board and f ill it in 
together. The leader takes a picture of the class top chart and uploads it to the 
class shared folder on the internet platform (padlet.com) or any social media 
messenger available to all the classmates to be used later in the project.

Lesson 4

3.   Moving activity “So do I!” 

Students get a card from the teacher, walk around the classroom, and listen 
to the teacher’s sentences. If they feel that their phrase from the card suits 
grammatically the teacher’s phrase, they raise the hand with the card and say it. 

For the teacher:
1. I really love this musical band!
2. I am keen on alternative music. 
3. I’ve never been to a live gig.
4. I can listen to that catchy tune non-stop. 
5. Around 5 years ago I was into techno music.
6. I used to play the violin.
7. I can’t understand rap. 
8. I don’t like their manner of performing, too aggressive for me.
9. I am not a fan of folk music.

10. I’ve always wanted to attend a live gig with my friends.
11. I wasn’t excited about our classmates’ live performance in the assembly 

hall yesterday. 
12. I didn’t like the way she was singing at the school concert yesterday.

Lesson 5

3.   Moving activity “Popular music events”.

Students split into 3 teams, get a set of cards and match the names of popular 
music events to their short description. The f irst team to f inish and have fewer 
mistakes is the winner.

3.   Moving activity “Karaoke [�kæri′əυki] time”.

Students split into pairs, get a handout with “If only you would listen” lyrics 
from Andrew Lloyd Webber’s musical. They look through the lyrics and get ready 
to sing along with the musical’s performers.

Lesson 7
3.   Moving activity “True or false”.

The teacher reads out some statements from ex. 2a about music streaming. 
If students think a statement is false, they stand up and get ready to correct the 
mistake, if they think it is true, they remain seated.

Lesson 8
3.   Moving activity “Find the participants!”

Students split into 2 teams. Team A is to f ind names of Belarusian famous 
musicians, Team B – the cards with the names of popular music shows they 
took part in. The cards have been hidden around the classroom. Then the teams 
cooperate with one another to match the names of musicians and the shows.

Naviband was selected into Eurovision 2017 
f inals.

Anton Panufnik won “Dances on TNT” in 2016.

is a winner of “People’s Artist-2” (in 
Russian  “Narodniy Artist”), the 
Russian version of “Pop Idol”.

“Eurovision” Song Contest. His 
song “Work Your Magic” was 
the f irst Belarusian song to enter 
the Eurovision final which later 
achieved sixth place and top chart 
positions in Eastern Europe.
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Georgiy Koldun took the second place in “The X 
Factor”, the Ukrainian version.

Max Lorens (Maxim Sapatkov)

is the f irst Belarusian singer who 
won the Grand Prix [�gr n ′pri] of 
the International Festival of Arts 
“Slavianski Bazaar in Vitebsk” 
(2003)

Lesson 9

3.   Moving activity “Music makes the people come together!”

Students dance to the rhythmic song. They have to guess the singer’s name 
and explain the message of the song.

Lesson 10

3.   Moving activity “Restore a song”. 

Students split into 2 teams and gather around 2 desks, on which they see 
mixed strips of paper with only one line from a popular song. The task is to put 
the lines in the correct order as quickly as possible. The f irst team to f inish and 
have fewer mistakes is the winner. Students check their guesses by listening to 
the song.

Cards:

The teacher reads out the phrases. Students stand up if the statement is true 
about them and remain seated if it is not.

Are you crazy about science-f iction books or do you think there is no point 
in reading about imaginary characters and events?

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What’s your favourite genre?

Are there any genres you can’t stand?

Which of the books you’ve read can be called a real page-turner?

Is there a book you’ve read from cover to cover a few times?

Lesson 3

5.   Moving activity “It’s a good read”.

Each student gets a card with the name of a book, its author, or its genre. 
They walk around the class and ask questions to find two other people who have 
the missing bits of information about the book. At the end of the activity, they 
have to give 3 sentences about the book and finish by recommending it “It’s a 
great read”.
